At Christmas we 
use an evergreen 
tree to depict 
new life. The 
same thing can be 
done during the 
Lenten season. 
The difference is 
that the Lenten 

season uses the symbols of the 
events of Holy Week. 
 
Week 1: The color for Lent is 
purple. 
Supplies: artificial or real tree, 
purple ribbon cut into pieces, 
purple cloth, floral wire or twist 
ties 
Procedure: Have your students 
drape the purple cloth around 
the base of the tree. Allow each 
student to make purple bows 
from the ribbon. Attach them to 
the tree using floral wire or 
twist ties. 
 
Week 2: The Money Bag 
Supplies: nylon netting, scissors, 
pennies, ribbon and yarn 
Procedure: The 
money bag and 
coins symbolize 
the 30 pieces of 
silver Judas re-
ceived for betraying Jesus. Read 
Matthew 26:14–16, Mark 14:10-
11, or Luke 22:3-6. Have your 
students cut the netting into 
small squares. Place several pen-
nies in each square and secure 
with a ribbon. Tie the money 
bags onto the Lenten tree using 
yarn. 
 
Week 3: The Chalice 
Supplies: small paper cups, alu-
minum foil, tape, ribbon or yarn, 
small plastic cups from individual 
creamers (optional) 

Procedure: During the meal in 
the Upper Room Jesus in-
stituted the Lord’s Supper 
by the sharing of bread 
and wine. Read Matthew 
26:17-29, Mark 14:22-25, 
or Luke 22:15-20. The bread 
represents Christ’s body, and the 
wine, the blood of the new cove-
nant. The chalice will be this 
week’s symbol for the Lenten 
tree. Make the chalices by taping 
together the bottoms of two 
small paper cups (or the washed 
and dried empty creamer cups). 
Cover the cups with aluminum 
foil, molding the foil to the con-
tours. Punch a hole in the top of 
the chalice and hang it on the 
tree with yarn. 
 
Week 4: The Pretzel 
Supplies: pretzels, purple ribbon 
or yarn 
Procedure: The pret-
zel was created as a 
symbol of praying 
hands. In the garden 
of  Gethsemane 
Christ prayed. Read 
Matthew 26:36-46, 
Mark 14:32-42, or 
Luke 22:39-46. Have your stu-
dents tie purple yarn or ribbon 
through the pretzels and hang 
them on the tree in remem-
brance. 
 
Week 5: The Nail 
Supplies: nails, purple ribbon or 
yarn 
Procedure: The nail reminds us 

of the suffering 
Jesus experienced 
on the cross. Have 
your students tie 
purple yarn or rib-
bon around the head 
of a nail in repre-
sentation of the 

suffering and death of Jesus. 
Hang the nails on the tree. 
 
Week 6 (or the Sunday you 
study Palm Sunday): Palm 
Branches 
Supplies: live palm branches or 
construction paper 
and scissors 
Procedure: In celebra-
tion of Jesus’ trium-
phal entry into Jeru-
salem, have your stu-
dents place live palm 
branches on the purple cloth at 
the base of the cross. (If no live 
palm branches are available, con-
struct some from paper of some 
other material.) 
 
Easter: Resurrection symbols 
Supplies: craft items to make 
Resurrection symbols, white 
cloth 
Procedure: Have your students 
make their favorite Resurrec-
tion symbols for the tree such 
as flowers, butterflies, deco-
rated eggs, etc.  Remove ALL of 
the Lenten symbols from the 
tree. Remove the purple cloth 
and replace it with a white cloth. 
White symbolizes purity and joy 
and is why Easter lilies are al-
ways white. Fill you Easter tree 
with the symbols of Resurrec-
tion the students have made.

The Easter Lily 
 
Purpose: To help children under-
stand the meaning of Easter. 
 
Supplies: egg, Easter lily 
 
Lesson: There are many symbols 
around us in the church today. 
Do you know what a symbol is? 
It is something that reminds of 
something else. The decorated 
evergreen trees remind us of 
Christmas and the lilies remind 
us of Easter. 
 The important 
part of a symbol is to 
remember what it 
stands for. The Easter egg is a 
symbol of Easter because, at the 
right time, an egg can break 
open and we have a new life in 
the chick that is born. 
 Let’s look at the Easter 
lily and see what symbols are 
here. The flower is like a trum-
pet that proclaims this great 
day. White is the color of mini-
mum light and reminds us of Je-
sus, who said, “I am the light of 
the world” (John 8:12). Inside 
the flower we specks of gold. 
Jesus said that he came so that 

we might 
have abun-
dant life 
(John 10:10). 
Gold is a sym-
bol of rich-
ness and 
abundance. 
 S e e 
this little 

thing, in the center of the 
flower, which has three bumps 
on it? It is one thing but it has 
three parts. It reminds us that 
we know God in three ways as 
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. 
 Green is the color of 
things growing. The green leaves 

remind us that we are to grow 
into true life with Jesus, for the 
son came to help us see the true 
nature of God. 
 The lily grows from a 
bulb, which is like a tomb, and 
bursts forth with new life at 
Easter. So the lily is a good sym-
bol to help us remember what we 
celebrate today. In Jesus we 
have a new, rich, beautiful life; 
we have life as God wants it to 
be.

Easter Eggs with 
The Jelly Bean 

Prayer 
 
Supplies: Colorful plastic eggs 
that can be filled, jelly beans 
 
Procedure: Fill each plastic egg 
with eight jelly beans (one of 
each color: red, green, yellow, 
orange, black, white, purple, 
pink). Also include a strip of pa-
per, approximately 1 3/4” x 4 
3/4” on which you have printed 
the following prayer. Hand an egg 
to each parishioner as they leave 
the Easter service. 
 

THE JELLY BEAN PRAYER 
 

Red is for the blood He gave, 
Green is for the grass he made, 
Yellow is for the sun so bright, 
Orange is for the edge of night. 
Black is for the sins we made, 

White is for the grace He gave. 
Purple is for His hour of sorrow, 
Pink is for our new tomorrow. 

 
An egg full of jelly beans  

so colorful and sweet, 
Is a prayer, is a promise,  

is a special treat.

Promise  
Butterflies 

 
Supplies: coffee filters, water-
color markers, chenille sticks 
(pipe cleaners), mist bottle full 
of water, old newspapers 
 
Procedure: 
• Spread several layers of old 

newspapers on a table.  
 
• Have students use the wa-

tercolor markers to color 
one of the cof-
fee filters. 
They may use 
just one color 

or several colors. This will be 
the butterfly’s wings. 

 
• Mist the colored 

coffee filter 
lightly with wa-
ter and set out 
to dry. 

 
• Choose a chenille stick. This 

will be the body and antenna 
of the butterfly. 

 
• Find the middle of the dried 

colored coffee 
filter and gen-
tly gather it 
together (not 
too tightly, be-
cause you want 
there to be some “body” to 
your butterfly). 

 
• Wrap the chenille stick 

around the gathered center 
and twist it together to hold 
the butterfly in place. Leave 
plenty of chenille stick at 
the top to make the butter-
fly’s antennas.

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Three Easter Teachings 



 The last day of the 
Easter season is Pentecost. Pen-
tecost is the second most impor-
tant holiday for Christians. 
While Easter celebrates the 
Resurrection, Pentecost cele-
brates the coming of the Holy 
spirit on the disciples, empower-
ing them to carry the Word of 
God to others. We celebrate 
Pentecost as the birthday of the 
church. 
 After the ascension of 
Jesus, the disciples gathered 
once again in Jerusalem for the 
celebration of Pentecost. This is 

where Acts 2 begins.  
 The core of the Christian 
Year—the central message of 
the passion, resurrection, and 
ascension of Christ and the com-
ing of the Holy Spirit—begins 
with Ash Wednesday and ends 
with Pentecost. 
 The Season After Pente-
cost is the longest season of the 
Christian Year. Other terms for 
it are ordinary time and King-
domtinde. The color for this sea-
son is green. 
The following days are those 

that fall in the Season After 
Pentecost: 
• Trinity Sunday, the 1st Sun-

day after Pentecost 
• 2nd Sunday to 26th Sunday 

after Pentecost 
• World Communion Sunday, 

the 1st Sunday in October 
• All Saints Day 
• Christ the King Sunday, the 

last Sunday after Pentecost 
• The Church Year cycle then 

begins again with the first 
Sunday in Advent

 Try a Trinity Pineapple 
Cake to celebrate this special 
Sunday in the Church Year. It’s 
so called because you use three 
pineapple rings to make a symbol 
of the Trinity on top of the 
cake. 
 
 

Trinity Pineapple Cake 
 
Cake: 
4 oz. butter or margarine 
1/2 c. sugar 
1 c. self-rising flour 
2 beaten eggs 
 
Cream the butter and sugar to-
gether, add the eggs and then 
the flour. Divide the mixture 
into two and bake in two well-
greased round cake tins for 
twenty minutes at 320 – 350 de-
grees. Turn out and cool. 
 

Filling: 
3 oz. softened butter 
1 1/4 c. powdered sugar 
Can of pineapple slices 
 
Cream together the butter and 
icing sugar, then add some of the 
syrup from the tinned pineapple 
until the mixture is of the right 
consistency for spreading. Take 
three of the pineapple rings and 
set aside. Cut up the remaining 
rings into chunks and add them to 
the icing mixture. Sandwich the 
two halves of the sponge cake 
together with the icing. Gener-
ously sprinkle the top of the cake 
with icing sugar and place the 
three pineapple rings on it in a 
Trinity symbol. 
 You can serve this cake 
with scoops of vanilla ice cream 
or with dollops of thick whipped 
cream.
